From feedback received via the SEN parent survey, I have created a calendar of parent workshops which will be running from September for the next academic year. Topics covered will included:

· Homework adaptations and support – 27th October 2023
· Sleep and routines – 6th December 2023
· Behaviour strategies – 30th January 2024
· Specific additional needs information – 1st March 2024
· Transition support – 7th May 2024
· Summer anxiety (summer activities and returning to school support) – 15th July 2024

These will be led by Mrs Heaven and Mrs Manton and are a chance to hear ideas and tips around managing and supporting your child with the above themes. These sessions will be virtual, taking place via Teams, from 12pm-1pm. 

Further to this, we are also holding a termly coffee morning for any parents who have children with additional needs, with the aim of building a wider SEN community and support network at Valley. These will be in-person sessions and will last around an hour and a half. The dates for these sessions are:

· 19th September 2023 (where we will also provide an explanation of what a Needs Based Plan and a My Support Plan are) – Old Lode Lane site: 8.40am-10am (hall).
· 26th February 2024 – Old Lode Lane site:11am-12pm (hall).
· 10th June 2024 – Fallowfield Road site: 8.40am-9.40am (hall).

Coffee and cake will be provided! These will be an informal session where you can make friends with other Valley families who also have children with additional needs, make resources which can help to support your child’s needs (with the support of our staff team), ask any questions you may have to the SENCo or Pastoral team have …or just have five minutes’ peace! 

We are hoping that by providing the dates in advanced, working families are able to book time off work or accommodate the Teams meeting within their busy days. You do not need to do anything to confirm your space – we will send invites for individual events nearer the time of each one.
