	Science Curriculum Intent 
Our Science curriculum is all about developing children’s ideas and ways of working that enable them to make sense of the world in which they live through investigation, as well as using and applying process skills. The curriculum and staff at Valley ensure that all children are exposed to high quality teaching and learning experiences, which allow children to explore their outdoor environment and locality, thus developing their scientific enquiry and investigative skills. 	Science Curriculum Implementation
