Class teacher/Parents notices a concern


Begin a SEND Actions/Concerns Log.


Alert SENDCO to add to monitoring register and provide advice.


Adaptations and Adjustments


Quality first teaching strategies:
Personalised visual timetable, now and next board, substitution table, word banks, concrete resources, movement breaks, task board.


Adaptations:
In Class Support, Theraband, ear defenders, wobble cushion, weighted blanket,  writing slope, pencil grip, fidget toy, laptop, immersive reader, overlay, time out card, HLTA support, parental contact.


Baseline assessment to be completed for target area.


SEND team to complete baseline assessment.


SENDCo to review, observe if necesary and identify which additional support in The Hub would be most beneficial.


Share concern with parents/teacher and explain strategies to support.
Class teacher to identify targets linked to intervention and add to IEP.
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
