	Our Vision 
In Phonics, we aim for all children to grow and learn together developing knowledge and skills which enable them to be the best they can be.

	Phonics Curriculum Intent  
We believe that the key to success is the ability to read. We intend to make reading a school priority with a well-planned phonics curriculum that allows all children to become fluent readers. We aim to have a well-trained staff team who are experts at teaching early reading following a consistent approach and a knowledge of the provision map for all children from the start of Reception. We intend to regularly assess children’s phonic knowledge and provide speedy additional support for children who are making slower than expected progress. All children will be provided with opportunities to practise newly acquired phonics including the reading of fully decodable books. We intend to create a school culture with reading at the heart of it and all children, staff and parents understanding that phonics is the route to fluent readers. 

	Phonics Curriculum Implementation 
We implement phonics through ‘Read Write Inc’, a systematic approach that includes rigorous assessments and teaching and interventions that respond to assessments. Direct, focused phonic lessons are taught daily in Reception and Key Stage1 starting at the beginning of Reception. Children’s reading books include the graphemes and red words taught during their phonics lessons and are fully decodable. All children in Year 3 and above who are at the early stage of reading receive phonic interventions and take home fully decodable books.  Phonics is refereed to outside of the phonics lessons so that the learning becomes embedded over time. Staff training and coaching sessions are continuous to ensure that all staff are confident experts at teaching phonics. 
Children in Nursery are taught pre reading skills such as rhythm, rhyme, alliteration, a love of reading, music, songs and poetry. Read Write Inc phonics is introduced through Fred and oral blending. 

	Phonics Curriculum Impact
The impact of this is progress over time, sustained learning and transferrable skills for all children. Regular assessments mean that children are well supported and access appropriate opportunities to apply skills. In 2022, this resulted in the number of children in Year 1 and 2 achieving the standard required within the Phonics Screening Check being above the national average. Staff training has resulted in staff understanding the importance of teaching and modelling fluency alongside the teaching of phonics.

	Ways to help at home 
· Early readers – Practise Read Write Inc sounds. Use sheets sent home from school and  watch the videos on https://home.oxfordowl.co.uk/reading/reading-schemes-oxford-levels/read-write-inc-phonics-guide/
· Fred talk words using these sounds, ensuring that every sound is pronounced correctly https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/for-home/reading-owl/find-a-book/read-write-inc-phonics--1/phonics-pure-sounds-video
· All reading books sent home in Reception and Key Stage 1 will be fully decodable – encourage your child to read as many words as possible by sight but when they come across a word that they cannot read, encourage them to ‘Fred talk’ or ‘Fred in their head’ to decode the sounds and blend them into a word.
· Let your child see you reading and writing using a dictionary and thesaurus
· Visit the library regularly so that your child can choose their own books
· Read to your child every day and model how to read fluently
· Listen to your child read their decodable book daily to increase fluency
