	History Curriculum Intent 
We intend to provide a carefully selected History programme that develops our children’s understanding of our countries’ history, as well as the rest of world. The curriculum selected ensures that children are able to develop an understanding of how individual people and a range of cultures have shaped Britain, and how Britain has impacted the wider world. The curriculum will expose children to, and progress their understanding of methods used for historical enquiry, historically-valid questions that are evidence based and new vocabulary in context. We also aim to link our learning to British Values.

	History Curriculum Implementation 
We will implement this by ensuring History lessons are a mixture of kinetic, auditory and visual in base, and ensure that child-led investigation is always at the heart of learning. Lessons will be carefully planned against the objectives outlined in the National Curriculum, ensuring all children build and revisit the skills taught throughout primary education. Assessment is then made to further ensure children are given equal opportunities to extend and flourish. We aim to provide a range of texts that are made readily available in the classroom, so that children may independently extend their understanding and enjoy the process of delving deeper into their theme. Each child will be provided with a new vocabulary list for each theme, ensuring children are exposed to the correct terminology for the period studied.  Each History focused Topic will also be partnered with a specific celebration of learning, i.e. a WOW day, trip or visitor, to further immerse children into their learning of another person or culture.

	History Curriculum Impact
The impact of this curriculum will be evident over time, ensuring that children transfer skills taught from one era of History to another, making quality links and clear contrasts. The children’s ability to decipher clues and make informed predictions will become more accurate, as they deploy and collect facts across a range of civilisation and cultures. Children’s excitement for this area will continue to grow as they develop a deeper understanding of significant events, culture and the achievements and mistakes of the human race.  Through History celebrations, children will be able to share their learning experiences through a creative and enriching opportunity across school, making treasured memories.
