	Art Curriculum Intent 
During our Art lessons out intent is to deliver a curriculum which allows children to develop and master a range of Art skills whilst creating their own interpretations of famous Artwork alongside using their imagination to create their own.  Skills are taught progressively thorough out the school. in KS1 and KS2 children are encouraged to evaluate their Artwork, thinking critically of how and what they could improve. We also provide our children with a diverse knowledge of various Artists. 


	Art Curriculum Implementation 
At Valley, Art taught through 5 half termly topics. Each year group has one topic per year that is focussed around Art. This really enables the children to take their time and become fully engaged in the Art work they are creating. This also aids developing different techniques and mastering the use of them to be used independently as they move through the school.

The children at Valley will enjoy learning about a diverse range of Artists and the work they have created.
