	Design and Technology Curriculum Intent 
In Design and Technology our intent is to deliver a curriculum which allows children to demonstrate their creativity through designing and making. Children are taught to combine their designing and making skills with knowledge and understanding, in order to design and make a range of products. Technical skills are taught progressively thorough out the school. Children are encouraged to evaluate their products to decide whether they can adapt or improve it. Design and Technology also allows children to apply knowledge and skills learnt through other subjects such as art, maths, computing and science.  Throughout EYFS, KS1 and KS2 children are taught basic cooking skills. 


	Design and Technology Curriculum Implementation 
At Valley, Design and Technology is taught through 5 half termly topics. Each year group has one topic per year that is focussed around Design and Technology. This really enables the children to become immersed in a project that allows them to build on their designing, making and evaluating skills. Technical skills are embedded within all aspects of Design and Technology taught at Valley. These skills are taught progressively, and this ensures that skills and knowledge are built on year by year and sequenced appropriately to maximise learning for all children. 


	Design and Technology Curriculum Impact
The children at Valley will enjoy designing and making their own products using a range of materials accurately and safely. Children will have a thorough knowledge of which tools, equipment and materials are best to make their products. Children will be able to manage risks well to make products both safely and hygienically. Children will be able to apply their knowledge and understanding from other subjects such as art, maths, science and computing. Children will be able to use time efficiently and work constructively and productively with others. 


	Ways to help at home 
· Have a go at making a fruit salad or smoothie that will look and taste great. Encourage your child to talk about what ingredients they need, they could even draw a picture of their design. When preparing the dish, encourage your child to think about where the fruits have come from and what we need to do to them before we can eat them (washing, peeling, slicing etc). 
· Create a ‘design box’ with some recycled boxes and craft materials. Also include materials and tools like masking tape, glue and a hole punch. Allow your child to make their own creations with the contents of their ‘design box’. Talk to your child about how they might join materials together or add finishing touches to make their creations even better. 
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
