	Music Curriculum Intent 
In Music, our intent is to develop the skills of all learners so they can:
· Sing with growing precision;
· Perform using glockenspiels and other instruments if chosen;
· Listen to music to understand the features and appraise a piece;
· Compose their own melodies and rhythms and record these;
· Improvise, making up their own rhythms and melodies to a beat.

	Curriculum Implementation 
Our curriculum at Valley will be centred around Charanga and will give children the opportunity to study a number of genres of music. From this they will then be able to sing and perform as well as improvise and compose their own music. The children will learn their skills around the glockenspiel but we will offer a range of other instruments for children to develop their skills in music.


	Music Curriculum Impact
The impact of our curriculum will enable children to:
· Become more confident in playing music and reading musical notation;
· Become more confident in composing their own music and improvising;
· Appreciate a range of music and the ability to critique using musical language;
