	RE Curriculum Intent 
At Valley Primary, we believe that it is important for all our pupils to learn from and about religion, so that they can understand the world around them. The aim of Religious Education in our school is to help children to acquire and develop knowledge and understanding of Christianity and the other principal religions represented in Great Britain; to appreciate the way that religious beliefs shape life and behaviour, develop the ability to make reasoned and informed judgements about religious and moral issues and enhance their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development. 

	RE Curriculum Implementation 
We use Discovery RE alongside the Agreed Syllabus for Religious Education developed by the Standing Advisory Council on Religious Education Solihull. Christianity is studied in every year group alongside one of the following religions: Islam, Judaism, Hinduism, Buddhism and Sikhism. Lessons take on a four step enquiry process based on a key question: engagement, investigation, evaluation and expression. We also have a half-termly religion which is used to raise the profile of religions and increase children’s understanding, enjoyment and engagement in RE.

	RE Curriculum Impact
The children at Valley Primary will have a stronger awareness of the world around them and will be mindful of the beliefs of others, whilst knowing that their own beliefs are valued and celebrated. Enjoyment of the RE curriculum will promote creativity, achievement, confidence and inquisitive minds. Children will feel safe to learn new things and share their beliefs with others in an accepting environment, leaving school with a sense of belonging to a tight knit community where they have the confidence and skills to make decisions, self-evaluate, make connections and become lifelong learners.
