	MFL Curriculum Intent 
This subject is part of the broad, rich and exciting Foundation Curriculum on offer at Valley Primary School. It improves children’s knowledge of their own language e.g. by giving them an understanding of grammar rules and tenses. Foreign language learning increases critical thinking skills, creativity, and flexibility of mind in young children. It develops self-confidence in children and can be fun whilst encouraging greater global awareness and cultural understanding.


	MFL Curriculum Implementation 
Children take part in a Learning Journey together with their class teacher following a language course called Learn as you Teach. They study topics such as About ourselves, School Life, Home and Family and Wider World across KS2. Teachers use a series of PowerPoint slide shows to deliver lessons which cover the essential vocabulary for each topic. Activities include songs/ raps, listening tasks, match up games, pair speaking tasks, reading information and writing simple phrases. This is all supported with brightly coloured vocabulary learning mats, pupil work books and display posters for the classroom.


	MFL Curriculum Impact
At the end of LKS2 (Year 3and 4), children will have completed Level 1 in the MFL course.  They will have practised the 4 language learning skills of Listening, Speaking, Reading and Writing. 
By the end of UKS2 (Year 5 and 6), the children will have completed Level 2. This equates to the Breakthrough Grades 1-3 on the Languages Ladder.


	Ways to help at home 

· Use a beginner’s French Dictionary to find out some new vocabulary. 
· Say the alphabet or practise counting in French. 
· Name objects in the house to practise vocabulary and play I spy….. 
· Practise singing French songs and rhymes e.g Frères Jacques, Sur le pont d’Avignon.
