Pupil Exclusion Statement


The staff at Valley Primary School are fully committed to ensuring that all children achieve a high quality of education. 
Our vision, values and behaviour code are paramount in achieving this. The school policy for Behaviour and the trust’s Anti-Bullying Policy clearly outline our aims and objectives and the code of conduct we expect from our pupils.  All staff are in agreement with the policies and aim to implement them consistently so that pupils understand what is expected of them and know the boundaries of behaviour.
Through the Behaviour and Anti-Bullying Policies, we aim to promote among pupils, self-discipline, a respect for authority, care and respect for others and an understanding that good behaviour is rewarded but inappropriate behaviour will be reprimanded.
However, if a pupil’s behaviour continues to be disruptive or violent (in spite of applying all the measures in the Behaviour and Anti-Bullying Policies), and undermines the quality of teaching and learning or safety for other pupils, then procedures for the exclusion of the pupil will commence.
The government supports head teachers in using exclusion as a sanction where it is warranted. The decision to exclude a pupil is never taken lightly, whether it be an internal exclusion, external fixed term suspension (i.e. for a limited period of time) or a permanent exclusion. It is our most serious sanction and issued to pupils for serious breach of the behaviour policy. 
In dealing with incidents resulting in exclusion of a pupil, the Headteacher will follow the guidance set out by the government (Suspension and permanent exclusion from maintained schools, academies and pupil referral units in England, including pupil movement) in liaison with relevant parties. 
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
